NEW SCHOLARSHIP ANNOUNCED

The Monroe County, Iowa Community Foundation announced today that they have received a $87,000 gift from the estate of  Josephine S. Keegel which is to be used to fund scholarships for Albia High School Seniors living in Monroe County. 

The scholarship will be known as the Josephine “Susie” and Raymond Keegel Scholarship. The Foundation plans to award two $2,000 scholarships each year, one to a boy and one to a girl. The scholarships will be based on scholastic standing and the students must demonstrate a financial need as well. Students planning to attend any accredited post secondary school in Iowa may apply. There are no restrictions on career paths. The first scholarships will be awarded this May. Applications for the Keegel Scholarships are available at the Albia Community High School guidance office.

Both Susie Keegel and her late husband Raymond were long-time Monroe County farmers and wanted to return something to the community at their death. Because they both valued education, the decision was made to create a scholarship fund.

Monroe County, Iowa Community Foundation President Kevin Kness noted that “ the Keegel’s also made significant gifts to other Monroe County organizations that will be used to aid those organizations. We greatly appreciate Susie Keegel’s  generous gift and are greatful that she placed her trust in the Foundation.”

To date the Monroe County, Iowa Community Foundation has received over $1.3 Million in gifts and has distributed almost $800,000 to various community projects the donors have identified. Of that amount over $250,000 in scholarships have been awarded. The Foundation has current assets and endowment accounts totaling over $500,000.
