MONROE COUNTY FOUNDATION ANNOUNCES 2011 GRANT PROGRAM


The Monroe County, Iowa Community Foundation is announcing that applications for the 2011 countywide grant program are available now.  2011 marks the sixth year of the program which is funded in part by proceeds received from gambling revenues passed down from the state. 


The Foundation expects to be able to award approximately $98,000 in grants to help fund worthy projects throughout the county this year.  The Foundation may elect to hold two grant cycles this year depending on the number and quality of applications received.  The deadline for grant applications is December 31st.  The Foundation plans to award the grants no later than March 1.  Projects that receive funding must be in a position to complete their projects within 6 months of the project award. 


The Foundation Board would like to emphasize that they would like to encourage applications from school groups, scout organizations, church youth groups and other similar community groups that lack funding to help with projects that would benefit our county and its communities.  These do not have to be large projects to be eligible for funding, they simply need to be projects that will make our county and its communities a better place to live.
